In her new roles, Adedokun will oversee completion of the implementation and evaluation phases of the 
African Health Initiative and will manage the grant-making activities of the Child Well-being Program, 
which was formerly known as the Child Abuse Prevention Program and recently saw a revision to its 
name, mission and strategy.
